1. CALL TO ORDER, ROLL CALL, PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 
Chair Don Hoffman called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. 

Roll call shows Chair Hoffman and Supervisors Dave Laufenberg, Jim Pulvermacher, Art Meinholz, and Dan Dresen present.  
Also present were Road Patrolman Darin Ripp, Clerk-Treasurer Dianah Fayas, Deputy Clerk-Treasurer Doreen Jackson, Perry Hibner, Gary Acker, Herb Warren, Don Pertzborn, Bill Swadley, Adam Carrico, Brent Hellenbrand, Duane Wagner, Jasmine Milleer, Melanie Miller, Jack Miller, Laurie Pulvermacher, Dave Meltz, Jennifer Kratochwill, Dean Hellenbrand, Irv Kinney, Sutz Fey Kinney and Brian Writt.
Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
2. CONFIRMATION OF COMPLIANCE WITH OPEN MEETINGS LAW 
The Clerk confirmed that the agenda was posted at town hall and on the Town website. Meeting is being recorded.

3. INFORMAL PUBLIC COMMENT TIME – None.

4. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETINGS:  Oct. 1st, 2nd, 9th, 2018
Motion by Sup. Dresen, seconded by Sup. Pulvermacher to approve the minutes.  Motion carried, 5-0.

5. OPERATORS’ LICENSES (as needed):  None.

6. DRIVEWAY PERMIT:  LOT #34 BRIDLE RIDGE.
Motion by Sup. Pulvermacher, seconded by Sup. Laufenberg to grant the driveway permit for Jennifer and Jason Kratochwill, noting it will have an 18” culvert.  Motion carried, 5-0.

7. SPRINGFIELD WELDING FENCE INSTALLATION
Supervisors noted during the discussion that wrought iron fencing is preferred, but recognize this property is a manufacturing site, and not in the industrial park.  Supervisors informed the applicant that plastic privacy slats in the fencing is not allowed.  
Motion by Sup. Laufenberg, seconded by Sup. Meinholz to approve the installation of a galvanized chain link fence for Springfield Welding, as indicated in the drawing provided.  Motion carried, 5-0.

8. [bookmark: _GoBack]MIDDLETON-CROSS PLAINS SCHOOL DISTRICT REPRESENTATIVE – NOV. REFERENDUMS 
Perry Hibner, a representative from the Middleton-Cross Plains Area School District explained to the board and attendees the history of the millage requests, the needs of the district, and what the plans are for the requested increase in funding.

9. RECOMMENDATIONS OF PLAN COMMISSION
Sup. Meinholz recused himself from the discussion and vote.

a. COMP PLAN AMENDMENT TO FUTURE USE MAP, HWYS. 12 & 19, PARCEL #:  0808-064-8200-4
Project engineer Adam Carrico explained the proposed development for the parcel if the re-designation request (to a rural neighborhood area) is granted.  Amending the comp plan’s future land use map will allow for a 2:1 ratio for transferring development rights. The transfer of development rights would preserve approximately 175 acres of high yield farmland elsewhere in the town, and discourage annexation by way of conservation easement.  Neighbors addressed the board and applicant with concerns and questions regarding the sight lines on Highway 19 around the big curve in the road, the steep incline down onto the parcel from the highway, and water quality and overflow concerns for Brandenburg Lake.  Mr. Carrico explained that the lake’s water quality should improve as there will be less farm runoff with the conversion of the lot to residential.  The storm water management basin, which is required to retain 100% of the water on site, will be maintained by the home owners’ association.  Proposed residential lots are approximately 20’ above the 100 year flood plain.
Motion by Sup. Pulvermacher, seconded by Sup. Laufenberg to amend the comp plan for future use of parcel 0808-064-8200-4; Town of Springfield Ordinance 2018-2.  Motion carried, 4-0.

b. REZONES (2):  HELLENBRAND BROTHERS EXCAVATING; PARCELS 0808-202-9710-0, 7588 RILES RD. & 0808-292-8181-0, 5300 RIPP RD. 
At the instruction of the Plan Commission, staff determined “pocket zoning” or dual zoning on a lot is not allowed; the Town will need to require a CSM or deed restrict the eastern portion of parcel #0808-202-9710-0, limiting use to agriculture &/or storm water retention.  The Town Board indicated a deed restriction on the eastern five acres of the lot limiting the use to agriculture &/or storm water management would be sufficient and a CSM would not be required. 
Motion by Sup. Pulvermacher, seconded by Sup. Meinholz to grant the rezones for Hellenbrand Brothers, noting and incorporating the Plan Commission requirements from the minutes of October 1, 2018 (see excerpt below).  Motion carried, 5-0.  
Excerpt from Oct. 1, 2018 Plan Commission minutes:
Motion by Sup. Pulvermacher, seconded by Commissioner Acker to approve the rezoning of 5300 Ripp Road from LC-1 to SFR with following four conditions:  before a building permit for residential use is granted, owner shall remove impervious surfaces so that no more than 30% of the lot is impervious, including gravel surfaces and new footprint; shed shall only be used for permitted use in SFR district; total area of all accessory structures shall not exceed footprint of the final residence on lot; and applicant shall supply verification that rezoning complies with town density policy.  Motion carried, 7-0.

Motion by Commissioner Resan, seconded by Commissioner Beglinger to approve rezoning the western five acres of parcel 0808-202-9710-0, 7588 Riles Road from A-2 to Commercial and the eastern five acres to Exclusive Agriculture via a CSM splitting the areas if required by ordinance, subject to four conditions:  rezoning shall not take effect until and unless a building permit is issued for an excavating business within one year from rezoning approval; the rezoning and associated use shall utilize the final split associated with the parent parcel and is being approved only as a replacement for the current business at 5300 Ripp Road, which is being rezoned and converted away from commercial use; before Town Board action on the rezone, another notice shall be sent to land owners within ¼ mile; prior to any further construction on the parcel, applicant shall submit a site plan for Plan Commission approval addressing comments in the September 19th memo from MSA.
The Sept. 19th MSA memo states the applicant, “should provide Submittal Requirements as required by Town…This includes a written descriptive statement.  Applicant should provide Site Assessment Checklist.  Applicant should provide landscaping plan, exterior lighting plan and signage plan for review.  Applicant to also provide plan for outdoor storage and screening.  The applicant shall provide an erosion control and stormwater management plan for review.  Revise provided site plan to include driveway dimensions and parking dimensions.  Once obtained, the applicant shall provide copies of permit approvals from Dane County and Wisconsin DNR; and a recorded Long Term Maintenance Agreement.  After a discussion with the applicant it has been determined that the applicant will provide further information regarding the proposed site plan on PARCEL A after the two parcel rezones are approved (including information regarding site stormwater and erosion control).”

10. OLD BUSINESS
a. BLIGHT 7166 CTH K – Awaiting the Oct. 24, 2018 hearing date.
b. ROAD CLOSURE NOTIFICATION (HWYS. K & Q) – Dane County staff changed the message boards and expect to have Highway Q shouldered and striped to Highway K by the end of the week.
c. SALT SHED UPDATE – The walls went up today, and the trusses are expected to start going up tomorrow.  We had to get more fill.  The Board looked at color swatches for siding and trim and decided on Ash Grey siding with Slate trim.

11. SEPTEMBER FINANCIALS
Motion by Sup. Pulvermacher, seconded by Sup. Laufenberg to approve the monthly financials as presented.  Motion carried, 5-0.

12. 2019 BUDGET UPDATE AND TOWN MEETING SCHEDULE
The Waunakee EMS budget amount was $1,967 than was tentatively budgeted for and will need to be provided for from the budget.  The budget meetings scheduled for Oct. 23rd and 30th have been cancelled as they are not needed.  The public hearing and meeting of electors will be held the second meeting in November.
Motion by Sup. Pulvermacher, seconded by Sup. Dresen to move $1,967 in the 2019 budget from Roads: Repair & Maintenance to balance the Waunakee EMS budget needs.  Motion carried, 5-0.
 
13. COMMITTEE REPORTS
Sup. Dresen:  Nothing.
Sup. Meinholz:  Waunakee EMS has been having weekly closed session meetings to discuss personnel and revamp the organizational structure and redo the bylaws now that a full time administrator is in place.
Sup. Pulvermacher:  The Towns Association is hosting a CUP workshop with Dane County.  The Opt Out Towns will be discussing whether to claim any costs for zoning on the levy limit worksheets.
Sup. Laufenberg:  Nothing.
14. ROAD PATROLMAN’S REPORT 
Schneider Road is still awaiting pavement patching for the replaced culvert section.  Greg Ziegler asked about an under the road opening.  The Board indicated they would prefer boring; no saw cutting, and that an excavation permit would be required.
