

Springfield Town Board Minutes 
Tuesday, May 19, 2015 @ 7:30 p.m.


I. Call to Order, Roll Call, Pledge of Allegiance – Chair Don Hoffman called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m., Roll call shows Chair Don Hoffman, Supervisors Dave Laufenberg, Jim Pulvermacher and Dan Dresen present. Also present were Clerk Carolyn Hacker and Road Patrolman Mark Grosse.  Art Meinholz excused absence.

II. Confirmation of Compliance with Open Meetings Law – Clerk Hacker reported that notice of this meeting was met by posting at the Town Hall, corner of CTH K and Church Roads and Schneider Road Business Center and on the website. Meeting is also being taped.

III. Informal Public Comment Time – None

IV. Minutes of previous meetings: May 5, 2015 - Motion made by (Dresen/Pulvermacher) to approve minutes for May 5, 2015 with correction from Pulvermacher to add “Milo Breunig will be honored for 20 years of service as T-Middleton Chair” in his committee report. All ayes, carried.

V. Park Updates and Possible Hiring for Construction of Shelter – Hoffman stated that it will be 4.5 weeks to get the rafters. Dresen will talk to Steve Marx to discuss what he would need to help with the construction of the shelter. Pulvermacher received quote of $11.00/ton for recycled asphalt from Northwestern Stone. Motion made by (Pulvermacher/Laufenberg) to table until next board meeting. All ayes, carried.

VI. DC Emergency Management Hazards Mitigation Plan – Hacker stated that we received a memo from DC Department of Emergency Management asking if we wanted to participate in their Natural Hazards Mitigation Plan. Since we have our own plan with Waunakee and the neighboring communities, is this necessary? Pulvermacher suggested that Hacker contact Phil Rynish, DC Emergency Management and Renee Lauber, DCTA to question if this would be redundant. Motion made by (Pulvermacher/Laufenberg) to table until next Board meeting. All ayes, carried.

VII. 2015 - 2016 Road Work – Grosse asked to have this put on the agenda to discuss the additional $600,000 worth of projects that are on the list of roads that need attention. If we discuss it now we will be better prepared for 2016 budgeting in October. Pulvermacher had proposed that we borrow funds to do additional work this year with the low oil prices. Board discussed current and proposed road projects that need attention. Hacker was asked to calculate what the mill rate would do if we borrowed $225,000 this year to be paid next year. Bring back to the next Board meeting. Grosse asked about the new speed sign, put on Schneider Rd. first and then on Greenbriar Rd. Board agreed.

VIII. Board of Review Ordinance on Telephone and Written Testimony - Hacker reviewed the current ordinance and stated that there is nothing in it that talks about how testimony is given, only that the objection has to be in writing. State suggested that if we don’t want this option, we would need to pass an ordinance, handicapped or disabled would be the exception. Laufenberg does not see that it is necessary for our town. Board stated that we should wait to see what the State does before we consider changing the ordinance.

IX. Committee Reports – 
Dresen: Nothing
Meinholz: Per Dresen, Nothing.
Pulvermacher: DCTA annual meeting is tomorrow night starting at 6:30 p.m. with snacks and the meeting starts at 7:00. He asked if one of the town officials would be there to nominate him for his position. Has nothing for Waunakee Fire. He suggested that we send Mr. Hellenbrand a thank you for the use of his equipment on drop off day. He also suggested that we put in a thank you in the newsletter. He asked the board if we should be giving reimbursement for the use of their equipment. Board suggested that we put it on the next agenda to discuss and possible action for 2014-2015 reimbursement.
Laufenberg: CP-EMS meeting is next week. Hacker passed out the draft intergovernmental agreement for the CP Area EMS District. If the board can look this over and get back to Laufenberg any concerns or changes they see, he will take it back to the meeting next week
 
X. Road Patrolman’s Report – Grosse has been getting several complaints about washouts and lawn damage where MGE installed the gas lines, suggested that we do not give any more permits until these are taken care of and maybe get MSA involved for future permits, Board agreed. He is staying busy cutting grass, replacing signs and patching.

XI. Clerk Treasurer’s Report – Received a notice of public hearing from CARPC amending DC Water Quality Plan, Transportation Plan and Corridors Boundaries in the C-Middleton. I had forwarded an email awhile back from Jeff Knudson asking to set up a date to meet concerning the Hwy 19 project, he would like a date. Board suggested June 10th at 7:30. Hacker completed the Recycling Grant, we budgeted $7,700 and the grant came in at $7,735. The next meeting for the Hwy 12 project will be held on June 4th at 7:00 in the Middleton High School. Letters to the resident affected have been sent out.

XII. Approval of Bills as presented – Motion made by (Pulvermacher/Laufenberg) to approve bills as presented. All ayes, carried.

XIII. Adjourn - Motion made by (Pulvermacher/Dresen) to adjourn at 8:30 p.m. All ayes, carried.
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
