1. CALL TO ORDER, ROLL CALL, PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE 
Chair Don Hoffman called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m. 

Roll call shows Chair Hoffman and Supervisors Dave Laufenberg, Jim Pulvermacher, Art Meinholz, and Dan Dresen present.  
Also present were Road Patrolman Darin Ripp, Clerk-Treasurer Dianah Fayas, Deputy Clerk-Treasurer Doreen Jackson, Cheryl and Greg Ziegler and Mark Stegbauer.
Pledge of Allegiance was recited.
2. CONFIRMATION OF COMPLIANCE WITH OPEN MEETINGS LAW 
The Clerk confirmed that the agenda was posted at town hall and on the Town website. Meeting is being recorded.

3. INFORMAL PUBLIC COMMENT TIME – None.

4. MINUTES OF PREVIOUS MEETING:  June 19, 2018
Motion by Sup. Dresen, seconded by Sup. Pulvermacher to approve the minutes.  Motion carried, 5-0.

5. OPERATORS’ LICENSES (as needed):  
a. Florence Dieter, Missouri Tavern
b. Jamie Grady, Kelley’s Mobil
Motion by Sup. Pulvermacher, seconded by Sup. Meinholz to approve the operator licenses for Florence Dieter and Jamie Grady.  Motion carried, 5-0.

6. Driveway permit-Mark Stegbauer
Motion by Sup. Pulvermacher, seconded by Sup. Dresen to grant the driveway permit to Mark Stegbauer for 7476 Oak Circle Dr.  Motion carried, 5-0.
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7. Liquor License Renewal update-Springfield Bar
Motion by Sup. Dresen, seconded by Sup. Meinholz to grant the updated liquor license renewal to Springfield Bar.  Motion carried, 5-0.

8. Blight – 7166 County Hwy. K
Clean up orders and citations have been issued by Public Health to no avail; the issue has been turned over to Dane County Corporate Counsel for review and follow up action.  The Town attorney is aware of the issue and will try to spur action.  The Clerk will send out another violation letter, following the steps listed in Town Ordinance 5.10.

9. J.A.R. Storage deed restriction violation – outdoor storage
The Board directed Clerk-Treasurer Fayas to send the property owner a letter informing them they are in violation of the conditions set by the Board, most recently during the approval of J.A.R. Storage’s 2016 project request.

10. Driveway permit penalty
No changes were made to the driveway permit penalty; a letter of violation with accompanying invoice for fine is to be sent by Clerk’s Office automatically upon notification of violation.

11. Request from TDS for letter in support of grant application
Motion by Sup. Pulvermacher, seconded by Sup. Laufenberg to send a letter of support to TDS for their grant application.  Motion carried, 5-0.

12. Refuse/Recycling contract count and billing update
Motion by Sup. Laufenberg, seconded by Sup. Pulvermacher to send the July 3rd memo to Advanced Disposal requesting a timely response.  Motion carried, 5-0.

13. Salt shed update and discussion:  demo, specs, bids/cost, funding, authorization, etc.
Motion by Sup. Pulvermacher, seconded by Sup. Meinholz directing Patrolman Ripp to solicit bids up to $10,000 to demolish and remove or crush the salt shed.  Motion carried, 5-0.

14. Greenbriar Road traffic recommendations
Town engineers submitted a review of traffic calming solutions on Greenbriar Road: speed reduction, speed humps, stop signs, one-way designation, a cul de sac, and a roundabout. A cul de sac was the only option engineers would consider recommending, while noting the safety concerns due to increased response times for emergency services.  Engineers also noted the City of Middleton’s long-term plan to extend Belle Fontaine Blvd. into an intersection with Schneider Road and Parmenter Street which would be a more desirable traffic route and lessen the amount of traffic on Greenbriar Road.

15. COMMITTEE REPORTS
Sup. Dresen:  Middleton Fire is down to 86 firefighters; a lot of those resignations are a result of the many requirements the firefighters must meet.  There were three calls for the month, all EMS, which the fire department does not get reimbursed for.
Attended the Waunakee EMS for Sup. Meinholz which went into closed session for a personnel issue with a current employee.
Sup. Meinholz:  Nothing to report.
Sup. Pulvermacher:  Waunakee Fire rediscovered a $47,000 CD they have at US Bank.  Dane County Towns Association is working with the Wisconsin Towns Association on a letter to the Department of Revenue addressing the recent spate of shared revenue reductions due to clerical error.  
Sup. Laufenberg:  Nothing to report.
16. ROAD PATROLMAN’S REPORT 
A resident had a concern with visibility at the Springfield Ridge and Lodi-Springfield intersection; cars from the south turn too soon to see.  After inspection, it was determined the current location is safest.  The retrofitted insert for the Peterbilt box is complete.  The insert will funnel material down into the chute for dispersal out the back of the box.  A resident of Shamrock Glen contacted the Town to let us know the newly planted grass from last year’s road project came in very sparse.  Patrolman Ripp, MSA and the contractor will inspect the site and evaluate it for warranty work.

17. CLERK/TREASURER’S REPORT
Old business:  
· The driveway permit penalty appeal agenda item from the June 19th agenda has been resolved.  The resident came in and paid the original permit fee within 30 days so the penalty was waived.
· The trees in the right of way on Enchanted Valley (June 5th Agenda Item #7) have been moved out of the right of way by the landscaper at the Town’s behest.
· The Clerk-Treasurer and Deputy Clerk-Treasurer will be out of the office attending the UWGC Municipal Clerks and Treasurers Institute July 15th-20th; retired Deputy Clerk-Treasurer Jan Barman will be staffing the office for the week and acting as clerk for the July 17th board meeting.
