SPRINGFIELD PLAN COMMISSION 
Meeting Minutes - August 6, 2018 @ 7:30 p.m.  
Springfield Townhall, 6157 CTH P, Dane, WI

1. CALL TO ORDER, ROLL CALL, PLEDGE OF ALLEGIANCE
Chair Jeff Endres called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  Roll call shows Chair Endres, Commissioners Acker, Wagner, Resan, Wolfe and Beglinger present, as well as Sup. Pulvermacher. 

Also present were Clerk-Treasurer Fayas, MSA engineer Terri Meyerhofer, Dean Hellenbrand, Brent Hellenbrand, Bonnie Bollig, Kerry Bollig, Noa Prieve, Craig Bollig, Nick Bollig, Duane Wagner, Bruce Hollar, Don Hoffman, Mark Hessefort, and Steve Ripp.

The Pledge of Allegiance was recited.

2. CONFIRMATION OF POSTINGS FOR OPEN MEETING LAWS
The Clerk confirmed that the agenda was posted at town hall and on the Town website and that the meeting is being recorded.

3. PUBLIC COMMENT TIME:  None.

4. APPROVAL OF PREVIOUS MINUTES:  July 9, 2018
Motion by Sup. Pulvermacher, seconded by Commissioner Wolfe to approve the minutes.  Motion carried, 7-0.

5. CSM & REZONE:  DON HOFFMAN, KOPP RD., PARCEL #: 0808-022-9050-0.  2.26 ACRES TO SFR.  
The location of the driveway for the proposed lot was a main point of discussion.  The driveway location indicated on the preliminary CSM submitted with the application did not meet any of the sight distance recommendations and requirements of the Wisconsin DOT Facilities Development Manual (FDM) Chapter 11-10 for Stopping Sight Distance (SSD) or Intersections Sight Distance (ISD).  The vertical curve on Kopp Road limits SSD and ISD.  Moving the driveway approximately 50’ west of its proposed location, and making the assumption that vehicles are slowing down for the upcoming horizontal curve (westbound vehicles turning from Kopp Rd. to Kuehn Rd.), and using 42-inch eye height to a 42-inch object (using a 42-inch object is not per FDM), the minimum SSD for a design speed of 45 mph is just met and the ISD is still not met.  

Commission members and neighbors voiced concerns about ingress/egress of future lots in the area.  Road access for future home sights is expected to be by way of a shared driveway running parallel to Kopp Road behind the proposed lot, coming out onto Kuehn Road. This site was not selected for the proposed lot due to the steepness of terrain. 

If required to relocate the proposed driveway 50’ to the west, applicant Hoffman would like an easement with the lot to the west for a shared driveway, centered on the proposed lot line for a 33’ easement from each lot.  
Motion by Sup. Pulvermacher, seconded by Commissioner Resan to grant the CSM and rezone for Don Hoffman on Kopp Road for 2.26 acres to SFR.  The driveway will require a 33’ wide and 50’ long (from road right of way to the south) easement on the adjoining property and a joint access, egress, and maintenance agreement will have to be filed with the lot. The lot will have to include a Right to Farm notice. It is noted that the Plan Commission is requiring the driveway be relocated approximately 53’ to the west with an easement on the proposed lot and the lot to the west so as to improve the sight distance as put forth by MSA. Motion carried, 7-0.

6. [bookmark: _GoBack]DESIGN REVIEW APPLICATION – BEST LAWN CARE
It was noted that the drive/road was a shared driveway, not a Town road.  The applicant was informed that the parking lot and all parking spots are required to be paved; the yard where equipment is to be stored may be graveled.  The lighting plan as presented is acceptable, as is the 5x10’ unlit, sign.  The Plan Commission would like the barred fencing to be used throughout the site, with no chain link fence to be used.  
Motion by Sup. Pulvermacher, seconded by Commissioner Beglinger to grant the design review for Nick, Kerry and Bonnie Bollig, noting that they need to meet the requirements and provide everything noted in MSA’s July 31st memo and note that the Town will accept their lighting plan as provided as long as the 150 watt lights are LED and that the fencing will be wrought iron type fencing used throughout the rest of the park.  Motion carried, 7-0.
Items noted in MSA’s July 31st memo:
· provide a revised Stormwater Management & Erosion Control Report reflecting upsized biobed, when it becomes available;
· screening:  screen fencing vs. fencing with trees and shrubs for screening;
· driveway:  a portion of the proposed driveway is situated on Lot 2 within the 40-ft. wide access easement, and the driveway apron is centered on the property line, within the 40-ft. easement;
· parking:  employee parking; paved vs. gravel
· lighting meets wattage maximum but does not address footcandle site requirements.

7. DISCUSSION ONLY:  
a. DUANE WAGNER, 6601 MEFFERT ROAD (A-1EX) – CONVERT BARN TO STORAGE UNITS
Mr. Wagner would like to use his barn for seasonal storage of recreational equipment and motor vehicles. The Plan Commission directed staff to research applicable permissions under Legacy &/or Town Zoning.  
b. HELLENBRAND BROTHERS EXCAVATING, RIPP RD., REZONE
Hellenbrand Brothers’ Excavating would like to relocate their commercial lot to a different site which is currently zoned A-1EX, and then rezone the previous commercial lot to SFR.  The Commission discussed the request and directed staff to look at conditions imposed on current LC-1 zoned lots. 

8. ELECTION OF OFFICERS
Motion by Sup. Pulvermacher, seconded by Commissioner Wagner to nominate Jeff Endres as Chair.  Motion carried, 6-0; Chair Endres abstained.

Motion by Sup. Pulvermacher, seconded by Commissioner Resan to nominate Bill Acker as Vice Chair.  Motion carried, 6-0; Commissioner Acker abstained.

9. COMMUNICATIONS/ANNOUNCEMENTS  
The Town Planner is currently revising the Town Comp Plan to make it consistent with Town Zoning and the new TDR Rules and Procedures that were adopted earlier this year.  The Board of Adjustment has received their first variance request from a Springfield resident; the request is scheduled to be heard at the Board of Adjustment’s September 26th meeting.

Sup. Pulvermacher emphasized the importance of adhering to and enforcing past recommendations of the Plan Commission and the need to ensure compliance/execution of deed notices and deed restrictions.  As a result of that discussion, Chair Endres requested an Old Business item be added to the agenda to track compliance with conditions. 

10. ADJOURN  
Motion by Sup. Pulvermacher seconded by Commissioner Wolfe to adjourn the meeting at 9:20 p.m.  Motion carried, 7-0.
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
